Tuesday, June 26 from 7 am to 7 pm 
Presidential Election: 
Tuesday, November 6 from 7 am to 7 pm 

Requirements:  
Building 

• Must be located in the City and County of Denver 
• ADA Accessible  (Handicapped Accessible) 

Voting Area 
• Minimum of 1000 sq. ft. 
• Working electric outlets in room 
• Storage area for election equipment when necessary 

Compensation 
• $40 per assigned Election Day Precinct 

 
Voter Service Centers: 
Primary Election:  
Monday, June 18 through Saturday, June 23 from 11 am to 6 pm 
Monday, June 25 from 11 am to 6 pm 
Tuesday, June 26 (Election Day) from 7 am to 7 pm 
Presidential Election: 
Monday, October 22 through Saturday, October 27 from 11 am to 6 pm 
Monday, October 29 through Friday, November 2 from 11 am to 6 pm 

Monday, November 5 from 11 am to 6 pm 
Tuesday, November 5 from 7 am to 7 pm 

Requirements:  
Building 

• Must be located in the City and County of Denver 
• ADA Accessible  (Handicapped Accessible) 

Voting Area 
• Minimum of 2400 sq. ft.  
• Working electric outlets in room 
• Phone jack and/or internet connection or willingness to allow Denver Elections Division to install 
• Storage area for election equipment when necessary 

Parking 
• On-Street parking is okay though parking lot with 40 or more spaces is preferred. 

Compensation 
• $100 per day
